There were packages revolved around eliminating the Market Efficiency process. PJM legal
reviewed the language in FERC Order 890 and 1000 and determined eliminating the Market
Efficiency process would go against FERC's intentions. The package sponsor agreed to
remove the packages that asked to eliminate existing PJM Market Efficiency processes.

4. Mr. Barrett and Mr. Thomas facilitated discussions around potential polling questions to help
determine the support for the supplied proposals.

Participants were asked to submit any additional proposals to the PJM facilitation team by Friday,
October 11, 2019.

The facilitation team will provide the task force members a draft of potential poll questions by Monday
October 14, 2019. Feedback was requested to be submitted to the facilitation team no later than the
close of business on Wednesday October 16, 2019. This will allow sufficient time to prepare the poll to
be opened on Monday October 21, 2019 and end on Friday October 25, 2019. The task force was
notified that the results would not be posted within the normal posting guidelines due to the quick
turnaround.
