2.6.8 Ongoing Review of Project Costs
To assure that projects selected by the PJIM Board for Market Efficiency continue to be
economically beneficial, both the costs and benefits of these projects will periedicathy-be

reviewed-neminally on an annual basis. Substantive changes in the costs and/or benefits of
these projects will be reviewed with the TEAC at a subsequent meeting to determine if these
projects continue to provide measurable economic benefit and should remain in the RTEP.
