o Updated the Operation of Resource Limited Units when PJM will request or require units to be
bid in Maximum Emergency category

o Real Time Reporting: PIM may request generation owners to move fuel or emissions limited steam
units into Maximum Emergency if the remaining run hours fall below 240 Hours (10 days and,
unless needed for reliability, would remain in that status until inventory rose above 21 days.
